REORGANIZATION OF OUR MINISTRY OF EDUCATION

The Provincial Chapter 2022 had mandated the Provincial Administration to initiate appropri-
ate mechanism for ensuring proper functioning of our educational institutions. The meeting 

of the education forum, held in Vinayalaya on September 10, had requested the Administration 
to work out ways and means in order to uniformly manage and administer our ministry of edu-
cation. The provincial had assured the forum that within a month or two, appropriate measures 
would be initiated in this regard. With 22 institutions, our province has one of the most exten-
sive net-work of educational institutions among the Indian Provinces. The stakes are very high,

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if we consider the extend of investment, number of pupils under our care and the teaching and 
non-teaching staff that are employed. The members of the education forum were absolutely right 
in expressing the urgency that we approach the whole ministry of education in a uniform man-
ner. It is high time that we re-organize our system a little bit to facilitate professional manage-
ment, administration, and monitoring of every aspect of our ministry of education in a uniform 
manner. Towards this end, it is envisioned that we create an office of SWIP Education under the 
office of the Provincial. This office of the SWIP Education will be headed by a committee com-
prising of the Councillor in charge of education, the Provincial Bursar, and a lay professional, who 
would function as the CEO. At each institutional level, the principal will be the head, who will be 
assisted by a co-ordinator each of the teaching and non-teaching staff. The CEO will be responsi-
ble to co-ordinate the functioning of all institutions through the office of the principals. Mr. Noel 
Borges, a person with good academic credentials and excellent experience of having worked with 
St. Josephs and Christ Academy, has already been appointed as the CEO. Before narrowing down 
on to him, different prospective candidates were interviewed, a few were asked to make their 
presentations before the core committee for education along with the provincial and provincial 
bursar and all concerned were clear that Mr. Noel has the best acumen for the job we have in 
mind. He will formally take charge on February 1, 2023, although he has been already working 
on the project from the middle of November. We are also acquiring a custom-made software with 
all the required features as the technical tool. It will network and co-ordinate every aspect of our 
ministry of education in a uniform, easy to access, and professional manner. The entire process 
is being meticulously monitored by the Councillor in charge of education, Fr. Benny Marangolil. 
Towards familiarizing ourselves with the nuances of the proposed re-organization and eliciting 
healthy feedback, a meeting of all the members of the education forum is being convened for 
January 14, 2023. Taking all the valuable suggestions into account, the system will be finalized 
thereafter, probably in another two weeks. In the month of February, sessions will be held for in-
troducing and training first the co-ordinators of both the teaching and non-teaching staff, which 
will then be followed by the training of the entire staff teams. It is envisioned that the proposed 
re-organization will come into practice from the coming academic year 2023-24.

The news about the purchase of a plot of land for constructing a residence for the senior con-
freres had been announced in the last circular. Fr Jose Parapillil has been gracious enough not 
only in making all the arrangements with the registration of the land and obtaining the docu-
ments, but has worked closely with an architect to work out an excellent plan for the construction 
of the house. A beautiful brochure has been made with the creativity and technical assistance of 
Fr Justin Thanikkal to be distributed among confreres and benefactors and is already available on 
our common WhatsApp platform. May I earnestly request all of you dear Confreres to make every 
effort to find people who would support this cause financially. Any personal contribution is also 
most welcome. It is a home for us MSFS and let us work together to materialize it.
